“Add-on” means the purchase of an additional bank of Tournament Chips during a pre-determined time period, by the Player during the Tournament (Amended Term)
“Allocated Seat” means the seated position allocated to a Player (New Term)
“Re-buy” means the purchase of an additional bank of Tournament Chips that may be purchased by the Player during a pre-determined time period of the Tournament whenever the Player has less than or equal to the starting bank of chips (New Term)

Where a Player is not in their Allocated Seat or within close proximity to their Allocated Seat (as determined by the Tournament Director) when the initial Deal of Hands in a Round commences then the:

(i) 
Player remains liable for posting any Blinds, Antes and (if required due to the requirements of the game) any other mandatory contributions to the Pot for their Hand; 

(ii) 
Player’s Hand shall be deemed a Dead Hand; and

(iii) Player is not entitled to look at their Dead Hand in that Round. 
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
