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Amendment to the Rules of Casino Table Games – Division 12 Pai Gow
Pursuant to section 367 of the Gambling Act 2003 the following amendments to Division 12 of the Rules of Casino Table Games (Pai Gow) were prescribed on 2 November 2012.
These amendments take effect from the day after notification in the New Zealand Gazette.


Division 12– Pai Gow

Rule 3.1 is deleted and replaced with the following:

"3.1 
Pai gow shall be played at a table having on 1 side places for up to 8 seated players and on the opposite side a place for the dealer.  Each pai gow table shall have a drop box attached to it."
2.
Rule 3.2(a) is deleted and replaced with the following:





"(a)
have up to 8 numbered boxes; and"

3.
Rule 10.2B is inserted:

"10.2B
Where the layout contains fewer than 8 numbered boxes, all tiles not delivered by the dealer in accordance with rules 10.1-10.2A will be placed undisclosed in the designated area for unused tiles."

At the end of the first sentence of rule 10.3 the phrase "to the boxes" is inserted.
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
