The per-machine payment system considered in the discussion document “Public consultation on four Class 4 gambling proposals” provides different types of venues with different per-machine payment rates. The variables are the location of the venue, the number of gaming machines at the venue and the number of hours that gaming machines are operational at the venue. The following tables show the specific per-machine payment rates for each sub-category of venue (as well as the number of venues in each sub-category). It also includes examples of the weekly payments for different types of venues.

· $2169.20 under the tiered commission rate

A venue that earns $21123 in gaming machine proceeds per week would receive:

· $3379.68 under a flat commission rate of 16%
· $2883.34 under the tiered commission rate

A venue that earns a $37348
 in gaming machine proceeds per week would receive:

· $5975.68 under a flat commission rate of 16%
· $3593.50 under the tiered commission rate
