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Summary of meeting – 25 March 2025
The March meeting was held online, as a half day meeting.
 All Commissioners were in attendance.  

1. Te Pouhuaki National Librarian update
· An update was provided on the Functional Design project to strengthen the collaborative working arrangements between the National Library and Archives NZ. A further targeted consultation has been undertaken prior to announcing the final design.  
· Update on construction of new Archives building, interim Reading Room changes and planning for movement of Archives collections, and efforts to minimise disruption to services and customers
· Work on a draft Collection Development Strategy is underway.  Further work on Digital,  Property and Customer strategies will be undertaken later this year following completion of the operating model
· Planning is underway to mark the 60th anniversary of the formation of the National Library in October 2025. 

2. Commissioners’ activities  
· Chairs of the 3 Statutory Boards (Archives Council, Guardians Kaitiaki and LIAC) met with the Minister for 30 minutes in an online meeting on 20 March 2025. 
· No correspondence has yet been received from the Minister in response to LIAC advice.  Commissioners have not yet met with the Minister. 
· The final draft of the position statement on mātauranga Māori was agreed, next step is to check clarity and alignment with key advisers.  Thanks to Warren and Spencer for their work on this.

3. Copyright update
· Talei Masters attended to provide an update on recent moves by MBIE to recommence review of the Copyright Act. 
· NLNZ invited to participate in early planning of the approach and is now awaiting details of next steps
· Timeline driven partly by recent trade agreements with UK, EU. 
· NLNZ also commencing work on rights management approaches

4. IFLA Trends Report 2024
· Commissioners discussed the recently published IFLA Trends report and associated Skills Agenda and how these trends might impact the library and information sector in Aotearoa.
· Key trends of interest to LIAC included AI, open access, media and information literacy, and impacts of changing skill requirements
· LIAC will seek to discuss this further with LIANZA

· Next meeting is scheduled for 16 July.
· Topics for the next meeting include: LIANZA, depreciation practices in relation to digitisation, Mātauranga Māori position statement, LIAC workplan refresh 
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
