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Cooperation and Collaboration 
– section 14(1)(e)
Legislative context

Section 14(1)(e) previously stated the principle that a local authority should collaborate and co-operate with other local authorities and bodies as it considers appropriate. 
What’s changed?

The principle has been reworded to express an expectation that local authorities “actively seek” to collaborate and cooperate to improve effectiveness and efficiency…”.

Why? (What’s the intent of this change?)

The Government recognises that the benefits of larger scale operations, as well as other efficiencies and improvements, can be achieved within existing structures and governance arrangements if local authorities take a positive approach to working collaboratively and jointly with each other and with other organisations.

What does this mean in practice?

The amended principle encourages councils to look for ways of collaborating and working with other bodies to better achieve the outcomes that their communities want and need.  
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
